Signs direct visitors arriving by
car Lo parking (fee) at the visi-
tors center.

Handicapped
visitors and persons wishing to
visit a private gravesite may
oblain a temporary pass to drive
into the cemetery.

* Fresh cut flowers may be
placed on graves at any time.
Flags decorate each gravesite on
Memorial Day weekend but are
not permitted on graves at any
other time.
